2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the August 7, 2012 meeting. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed.

iii. Trustee Oonk informed the board the fire department will be requesting pre-approval for a future extrication class.  
c. CEMETERY. 
i. Trustee Barkel reminded the board of the need to review the property agreement with Mr. Bill DeKleine.  

ii. Clerk Evink requested a paved path in the West Drenthe cemetery. 
d. LIBRARY. Mr. Dennis Martin from Howard Miller Library will be at the next meeting.

b. 80th Ave. received chip and seal paving north of Adams.
