BOARD MEETING

October 16, 2012
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on October 16, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Zylstra.

2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the October 2, 2012 meeting. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed.
3. Motion made by Trustee Barkel to approve the minutes of the September 18, 2012 Special Board Meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed.

4. Zoning Administrator Mannes reported four building permits were pulled for new homes in September; a total of eleven permits for the month. 
5. Business Items:
a. Library Funding Agreement. Supervisor Nykamp distributed a letter from Mr. Dennis Martin requesting an increase to the 2013 proposed amount. The board decided to stay with the proposed 2013 amount. 
b. Active Tooling, Inc. 

i. Supervisor Nykamp opened the public hearing to consider a request for an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate submitted by Active Tooling, Inc. Present to answer questions and explain the project was Gary Lubbers, president of Active Tooling. 
ii. The first request is for a transfer exemption certificate for personal property costs of $159,069.00. The district was established in 2006. The request is for the balance of the term being 12/30/2018. 
iii. The second request is for real property costs of $601,386.00 and personal property costs of $521,210.00 for a total of $1,122,596.00. The district was established in 2004. The request is for twelve years after completion.
iv. Trustee Brink motioned and Trustee Zylstra supported closing the public hearing.
v. Clerk Evink motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 769 FACILITIES EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE FROM ACTIVE TOOLING FOR AN AMOUNT OF $1,122,596.00 FOR TWELVE YEARS AFTER COMPLETION. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote

vi. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 770 TRANSFER EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE FROM ACTIVE TOOLING FOR AN AMOUNT OF $159,069.00 THROUGH THE BALANCE OF THE TERM BEING 12/30/2018. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
c. Allied Engineering, Inc.

i. Supervisor Nykamp opened the public hearing to consider a request for an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate submitted by Allied Engineering, Inc. Present to answer questions and explain the project were Kurt Vugteveen and Mike Johnson. 
ii. The request is for personal property costs of $243,175.00. The district was established in 2006. The request is for twelve years after completion. 

iii. Trustee Oonk moved and Trustee Barkel supported to close the public hearing.

iv. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 771 FACILITIES EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE FROM ALLIED ENGINEERING, INC. FOR AN AMOUNT OF $243,175.00 FOR TWELVE YEARS AFTER COMPLETION. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.   
d. Zeeland Farm Services

i. Supervisor Nykamp opened the public hearing to consider a request for an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate submitted by Zeeland Farm Services. Present to answer questions and explain the project were Tim Derks and Kathy Repp. 
ii. The request is for personal property costs of $725,000.00. The district was established in 1987. The request is for twelve years after completion. 

iii. Clerk Evink motioned and Trustee Brink supported to close the public hearing.

iv. Trustee Brink motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 772 FACILITIES EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE FROM ZEELAND FARM SERVICES, INC. FOR AN AMOUNT OF $725,000.00 FOR TWELVE YEARS AFTER COMPLETION. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
6. Committee Reports:

a. FIRE. McGrath Consulting will begin assessing the department’s needs Oct. 17, 2012. 
b. ROADS. Sand Lake Drive was paved 2 weeks ago. Quincy Street has the first coat of blacktop. 
c. ELECTION. Clerk Evink apologized for failing to send three Move Ballots by the State’s mandated deadline. As a consequence of her oversight, a suit was brought against her by the State of Michigan and Zeeland Charter Township’s polls will remain open an additional four days to allow the mandated 45 days for Move Ballots to be returned.
7. Supervisor’s Report. 

a. Supervisor Nykamp requested and the board agreed to hold a work session on November 6, 2012 instead of a Regular Board Meeting. The work session is open to the public. The agenda for the work session will be to discuss the landfill expansion of the recreation area.   
b. MTA Conference reservations are needed. 
c. Supervisor Nykamp received a letter from the Macatawa Watershed concerning the Bosch & Hulst Restoration Project.   
d. McGrath Consulting starts October 17, 2012.
8. Additional Board Comment. Clerk Evink asked the board if they wish to see any of the bills the township pays. The board members only ask to know when costs exceed budgeted amounts. Expenses that are within the approved budget do not need additional approval.
