BOARD MEETING

December 4, 2012
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on December 4, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Oonk, and Zylstra. Absent: Trustee Brink.
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Clerk Evink.

2. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the November 20, 2012 meeting. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. Absent: Brink.
3. Treasurer Myaard reported winter 2012 tax bills were sent this week.
4. Business Items:
a. Ms. Beth Thomas, Director of Ottawa County Emergency Management, presented the county’s Hazard Mitigation Plan.  
i. Clerk Evink motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 774 OTTAWA COUNTY EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Brink. 

b. Trustee Barkel motion to approve REVISED RESOLUTION NO. 775 for ACTIVE TOOLING, LLC INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE NO. 2006-175 FOR PERSONAL PROPERTY. Resolution was revised to include omitted language in the original resolution. Motion supported by Trustee Oonk and Treasurer Myaard. Motion carried. Absent: Brink.
c. The board was notified that Custom Tooling had requested a Recovery Zone Extension for 2012. The request came too late to apply this year. 
d. Supervisor Nykamp recommended the following Committee and Board appointments for those terms expiring December 31, 2012:

i. Trustee Oonk motioned to reappoint Mike Riemersma to the Planning Commission for a three year term. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion. Motion carried. Absent: Brink. 
ii. Treasurer Myaard motioned to reappoint Steve Walters and Ben Zwagerman to the Appeal Board for a three year term. Trustee Barkel supported the motion. Motion carried. Absent: Brink.
iii. Treasurer Myaard motioned to reappoint Jack Seinen, Drew Deters, Ken Evink, and Gord VanHaitsma (Alternate) to the Board of Review for a two year term. Trustee Oonk supported the motion. Motion carried. Absent: Brink.

iv. Trustee Zylstra motioned to reappoint Steve Nelson to the Fire Committee for a three year term. Trustee Barkel supported the motion. Motion carried. Absent: Brink.

v. Trustee Oonk motioned to reappoint John Wittingen, Dave Miller and Earl Mokma to the Road Committee. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion. Motion carried. Absent: Brink.

5. Committee Reports:

a. BOARD OF APPEAL. Board approved a request for a 25’ setback variance from Aaron Nykamp to construct a storage building away from a culvert. Mr. Nykamp was also granted permission for immediate activity for his commercial business. 
b. MACC & MACC TECH.  Treasurer Myaard reported on a recent meeting:
i. MACC area may see a reduction of $300,000 federal dollars. 

ii. Bike path construction will see a 30% increase in cost due to mandated path and bridge width increases.
iii. Gentex may wish to negotiate cost schedule of road improvements with Zeeland Township and Zeeland City. 
6. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Supervisor Nykamp reported on an Ottawa County Water Quality seminar. Quality and quantity of water in Ottawa County is not sustainable at present consumption rates. 
b. Solid Waste Subcommittee met and recommended a course of action. Next week they will meet to approve the plan and send it to the Ottawa County Board of Commissioners. 
c. The office mailed three checks to property owners for Gentex easements. Gentex will reimburse the township.
d. There is a new information board in the office for board members. 

e. Dan Hoe invited the board to a Christmas breakfast and retirement party for Martin VanTatenhoeve Friday, Dec. 14, 2012. 
f. The board is invited to Paul Geerling’s retirement party Thursday Dec. 30, 2012.
g. The Regular Board meeting scheduled for Jan. 1, 2013 is cancelled.  

7. Additional Board Comment. Trustee Barkel asked if a decision had been made pertaining to the Fire Chief’s upcoming three month absence. Trustee Zylstra is opposed to granting full pay to the fire chief while he is away. Trustee Oonk reported the fire committee is looking at the fire chief’s capability of performing his duties while away from the township and whether or not an adjustment should be made to his salary. Trustee Zylstra would like a resolution by the next meeting stating the committee’s decision.
