1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order.

2. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the December 18, 2012 meeting. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. 
3. Motion made by Treasurer Myaard to approve the minutes of the January 8, 2013 Special Board Meeting with the Planning Commission. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed.
4. Zoning Administrator’s Report. There were a total of 145 permits for 2012. The trend for new housing appears to be bigger homes on larger lots.
