The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on February 5, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Barkel.

2. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the January 15, 2013 meeting. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. 
3. Business Items:
a. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve the Road and Sanitary Sewer Agreement for the Gentex Corp. project dated January 30, 2013. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.  
b. Road Committee.

i. Trustee Barkel motioned to approve the 2013 road projects totaling an estimated $70,752. Roads to be improved are Homestead Drive, Knoll Drive and Pleasant Street. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. 
ii. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve up to three applications of dust control by West Michigan Chloride for an amount not to exceed $20,000. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
c. Trustee Barkel motioned to allow a 1/10 millage ballot proposal for West Michigan Regional Airport contingent on the Airport Authority covering the cost of the election to be held on May 7, 2013. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
d. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 779 PETITION TO REPEAL RETAIL ALCOHOL SALES PROHIBITION RESOLUTION. Resolution requires a petition to repeal the Retail Alcohol Sales Prohibition Ordinance be signed by at least 20 percent of the registered qualified electors in the Township at the time the petition is presented to the Township Board. The signatures must be obtained within the 90 day period immediately preceding the submission of the petition to the Township Board. Trustee Oonk supported the motion. Motion carried. 
4. Committee Reports:

a. PLANNING COMMISSION. The planning commission will meet next week to discuss a marijuana proposal. 
b. MACC & MACC TECH. Treasurer Myaard attended a recent meeting and received the proposed 5 year plan for Ottawa County projects. Repaving 64th Ave. between Adams and Byron Road is one of the projects included in the plan.
