The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on February 19, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. Absent: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink.
1. Deputy Supervisor Oonk called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Zylstra.

2. Trustee Brink motioned to appoint Trustee Barkel as Deputy Clerk for the meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion. Motion carried. Absent: Nykamp, Evink.

3. Motion made by Trustee Barkel to approve the minutes of the February 5, 2012 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. Absent: Nykamp, Evink.
4. Treasurer Myaard reported property taxes were due February 14th. He will continue to receive tax payments through February 28, 2013.
5. Business Items:
a. Airport Authority Participation Resolution.  Mr. Tim Klunder, Airport Authority Chairman, answered questions concerning township representation on the Airport Authority Board. Mr. Al Friend spoke on behalf of the Ottawa Executive Airport and against supporting Tulip City Airport with Zeeland Township dollars. Mr. Jim Storey represented J.E.T. (Jobs & Economy Team) encouraged support for the resolution. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 780 REQUESTING ADMISSION TO THE WEST MICHIGAN AIRPORT AUTHORITY. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Nykamp, Evink.
b. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve placing on the May 7, 2013 ballot RESOLUTION NO. 781 A 1/10 MILL AIRPORT AUTHORITY MILLAGE PROPOSAL. Mr. Storey, speaking on behalf of J.E.T. promised to pay those expenses not covered by the Airport Authority or ZPS for the election costs per approved motion at the February 5, 2013 board meeting. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Nykamp, Evink. 
6. Committee Reports:

c. PLANNING COMMISSION. The Planning Commission decided to create a marijuana ordinance similar to Port Sheldon’s ordinance. There will be a stronger statement concerning proximity to schools and churches. Trustee Brink encouraged the commission to not allow caregivers in densely populated areas.  
d. FIRE. 
i. Trustee Oonk recognized Jim Roelof’s retirement from and 38 years of service to the fire department. Mr. Oonk requested Supervisor Nykamp send a letter of recognition to Mr. Roelofs on behalf of the township board. 

ii. Trustee Zylstra motioned to transfer remaining the $172,697.31 from the fire department’s 2012 Operating Fund into the Equipment Fund. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Nykamp, Evink.
