BOARD MEETING

June 18, 2013
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on June 18, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Zylstra.

2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the May 21, 2013 meeting. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. 
3. Treasurer Myaard reported tax information will be sent to Centron this week.
4. Zoning Administrator Mannes reported an increase in new home building permits for the month of May. Seven new homes will add approximately 1 million in assessed value to the township. 
5. Business Items:
a. Gentex Development Agreement. Supervisor Nykamp reviewed the Agreement with the Board. Many of the projects described in the Agreement are complete. The City of Zeeland will vote on the Development Agreement next week. 
i. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve the Gentex Development Agreement. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
b. Trustee Brink motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 785 REQUESTING THE INSTALLATION OF A NON-MOTORIZED PATHWAY CROSSING AT THE INTERSECTION OF BL-196 AND MAPLE STREET/92nd AVENUE. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
c. Supervisor Nykamp requested the board members review the MTA Principles of Governance. A vote to adopt the Principles of Governance will be held at a later date.
6. Committee Reports:

a. FIRE. The Ad Hoc Committee continued discussing the McGrath Fire Plan. 
b. ROADS. 
i. Quincy Street repairs will be paid for by OCRC. 
ii. Storm sewers and sewer line is complete on 88th Ave. Curb and gutters will be constructed next. 
iii. Work on 64th Street will begin this week. 
iv. The OCRC task force meets June 25 to decide if they will merge with the Ottawa County Board of Commissioners. 
c. PARKS/RECREATION. Trustee Brink reported the Grove Association would like to turn over the management of baseball events to Zeeland Recreation in 2014. There is also a need for volunteers for the August 17th Chicken BBQ. Supervisor Nykamp mentioned Ace Communications will sponsor the Critter Barn at the BBQ. 
d. LIBRARY. Dennis Martin will retire from Howard Miller Library. 
7. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Supervisor Nykamp met with the Developer and engineers to discuss preliminary costs for the proposed Baker Site Condominium development. 
b. We replaced the chairs at Fire Station #3 and purchased new cabinets for the storage shed. 
c. Work on the Gordon St. Bike Path is progressing well. 
d. A recent Census report shows Zeeland Township’s population exceeds 10,000; ZCT had the highest percentage increase in Ottawa County.
e. Supervisor Nykamp requested the Board review the Capital Improvement Plan and Audit Report before the next Regular Board meeting. Finance Director Whitney will be at the July 2nd board meeting to explain the reports and answer questions. 
8. Additional Board Comment.

a. Trustee Zylstra asked if Fire Chief VanHaitsma will submit an extended leave policy by June 30th. Neither Supervisor Nykamp nor Trustee Oonk was aware of a submitted policy.   
b. Trustee Brink reported on a second Ottawa County meeting concerning future water supply.
c. Trustee Brink raised concern about the dilapidated property located at 3251 88th Ave. Supervisor Nykamp directed Mr. Mannes to send a letter to the owners requiring them to address the issue.
