BOARD MEETING

August 20, 2013
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on August 20, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, and Oonk. Absent: Zylstra.
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Supervisor Nykamp.
2. Motion made by Trustee Barkel to approve the minutes of the August 6, 2013 meeting with a correction to item 2. Motion should read “Motion made by Trustee Brink to approve the minutes of the July 16, 2013 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed.” Treasurer Myaard supported the motion to approve the minutes. Motion carried. Absent: Zylstra.
3. Citizen Participation / Public Comment. Mr. John Brockmeier was present but made no comment.
4. Treasurer’s comments

a. Treasurer Myaard motioned to remove Tami Koomen as an authorized signature on the General, Fire, and Tax funds and to add Lisa Freeman and Glenn Nykamp as authorized signatures on those same funds. Trustee Oonk supported the motion. Motion carried. Absent: Zylstra.
5. Building and Zoning Report. Supervisor Nykamp read Mr. Mannes’s July Report; nine new house permits were pulled during the month. 
6. Business Items:
a. The P.A. 198 Tax Abatement Applications will be addressed at the September 3rd board meeting..

b. Trustee Brink motioned to approve the MACC Service Delivery Endorsement.  Trustee Barkel supported the motion. Motion carried. Absent: Zylstra.
c. Trustee Brink motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 787 DATED 8/20/2013 AMENDING THE 2013 BUDGET. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Motion carried. Absent: Zylstra. 
d. Trustee Brink reported the Drenthe Chicken BBQ was successful. Proceeds were higher than last year. Supervisor Nykamp attributed some of the success to Sentinel reporter Peg McNichol’s article promoting the BBQ. The board also thanked Mr. Bern TerHaar and Mr. Toby VanRhee for their loyal support since the BBQ began 55 years ago.
e. Trustee Brink motioned to retain Prein & Newhof Engineering at a cost of $3,800 to develop a topographic survey of the site for the proposed public safety building. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Zylstra.
7. Committee Reports:

a. PLANNING COMMISSION. Met August 13 to consider a rezoning request from Mr. Edward DeRuiter and Mr. Dwight Becker for property located along Chicago Drive currently zoned agricultural. The Planning Commission motioned to rezone parcel 70-17-01-200-032 as commercial property because it is adjacent to commercial property and rezoning conforms to the master plan. Motion carried. 
b. FIRE. Trustee Oonk reported on a recent committee meeting. Fire officers and firefighters are to report their recommendations for the proposed public safety building to the Fire Committee on Sept. 10th.  

i. Trustee Oonk motioned to recognize and thank Mr. Harvey TenBrooke for his 29 years of service to the fire department. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion. Motion carried.  Absent: Zylstra.
ii. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve Ms. Laurie Stoike as a fire department trainee. Trustee Brink supported. Motion carried. Absent: Zylstra.
iii. Four applicants will attend the training academy starting in September. 
iv. The department will need to replace seven sets of fire gear. 
v. Supervisor Nykamp recommended Trustees Oonk and Brink remain on the fire ad-hoc committee as he moves forward on his timeline for the public safety building. 
c. BUILDING /GROUNDS. Supervisor Nykamp would like the spruce tree on the east side of the town hall removed. 
d. ROADS. 
i. Trustee Oonk questioned the quality of the two foot shoulders along 88th Ave. He also expressed concern about the construction of the corner at 88th and Quincy St.
ii. 64th Ave. repaving is complete.
iii. 78th and 80th Aves. still need work.
iv. A 2nd coat of brine will be applied Friday, August 23. 
e. PARKS/RECREATION. Concern was expressed about the chain across the trail being removed and motorized vehicles using the park destroying the undergrowth. Supervisor Nykamp volunteered to place a log across the trail to prevent motor from vehicles entering the trails.  
f. ELECTION. Clerk Evink reported on a recent clerk’s meeting; there will not be an election this year with a ballot request to increase the state sales tax. 
g. LIBRARY. A retirement open house will be held for Dennis Martin on August 21, 2013. 
8. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Supervisor Nykamp requested all budget requests be submitted before his meeting with the financial director. 
b. Treasurer Myaard motioned to purchase 13 tables at a cost of $1,040 for Fire Station #3. Trustee Brink supported the motion. Motion carried. Absent: Zylstra.   
c. We will post the new job opening in the Sentinel and on the website this week.
