BOARD MEETING

October 1, 2013
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on October 1, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. 
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Zylstra.
2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the September 17, 2013 meeting. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed. 
3. Citizen Participation / Public Comment. 
a. John Brockmeier expressed appreciation for the parks and other outdoor amenities developed and maintained by the township.
4. Business Items:
a. Ottawa County Sheriff Dept. Report. Deputy Tuttle summarized the state of the township:  
i. Zeeland Township remains relatively consistent in the number of calls per year (2500-3000.) He is happy to report the top 5 types of calls does not include criminal complaints.   
ii. Logan Estates and Bluff Lakes both requested community watch programs. Deputy Tuttle assists both communities with the program
iii. Under Sergeant Weiss’s direction Deputy Tuttle adopted Adams Elementary and Innocademy schools for additional police presence. This program gives the police department good feedback for what goes on at each school.  
iv. The police department recently implemented etickets in their patrol cars to address the problem of illegible handwritten tickets. 
b. Trustee Barkel motioned and Clerk Evink supported approving Ms. Lisa Freeman to position of Deputy Treasurer. Motion carried.
c. Treasurer Myaard motioned and Trustee Zylstra supported adding Supervisor Nykamp and Ms. Freeman as additional check endorsers for the township. Motion carried. 
d. Clerk Evink motioned and Trustee Zylstra supported a $2/hour increase retroactive to August 19, 2013 for Ms. Freeman. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote..
5. Committee Reports: 
a. MACC & MACC TECH. Treasurer Myaard reported on a recent meeting which included adopting Governor Snyder’s Regional Prosperity Initiative. A collaborative of 13 counties will apply for grants totaling $250,000.  A recent community Macatawa River cleanup was a success.
b. ROADS. The next Road Committee meeting will be Tuesday, October 22 at 7 pm. in the town hall. The meeting is open to the public.   
c. PARKS/RECREATION. Trustee Brink distributed the Drenthe Grove Association’s 5 year plan for the park. Several decaying trees were removed from the park this summer. 
6. Supervisor’s Report

a. Hunderman Drain.  Mr. Russ VanDam did a nice job ditching and leveling ground near the drain behind Drenthe Grove.  
b. Open staff position interviews will be held next week. 
c. MTA’s 61st annual Educational Conference will be Jan. 28-31, 2014 at Grand Traverse Resort. 
d. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve the Conservation Division including an insert with the Assessment Change Notice to be mailed in February 2014. The Conservation District will cover the cost of mailing. Motion supported by Trustee Brink. Motion carried.    

e. Prein & Newhof’s open house will be December 6 at noon in the town hall.
