
ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP

BOARD MEETING

October 15, 2013
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on October 15, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. 
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Oonk.
2. Motion made by Trustee to approve the minutes of the October 1, 2013 meeting. Trustee supported the motion which passed. 
3. Minutes from the October 1, 2013 Work Session Meeting were not available.  
4. The Clerk made no comment.
5. The Treasurer made no comment.
6. Zoning Administrator Mannes reported September was a slow month for building permits; only 6 permits were pulled. He anticipates an uptick in activity with the second phase of Black Creek Ridge beginning construction next month.  Phase 2 contains 59 buildable lots.

7. Business Items:
a. Supervisor Nykamp opened the public hearing to consider a request fo an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate submitted by Zeeland Farm Services, Inc. Mr. Bentley Kollen, Tax Manager for ZFS, was present to represent the company and describe the project.

The request is for personal property costs of $409,000.00. the district was established in 1996. The request is for twelve years after completion.

Treasurer Myaard motioned and Trustee Brink supported closing the public hearing. Motion carried.

Trustee Oonk motioned and Trustee Barkel supported approving RESOLUTION NO. 792 REQUESTING AN INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES TAX EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE FOR ZEELAND FARM SERVICES, INC. LOCATED AT 2525 84TH AVE. IN THE AMOUNT OF $409,000 FOR 12 YEARS. Roll call vote unanimously approved motion.

b. Supervisor Nykamp opened the public hearing to consider a request for an Industrial Facilities Tax Exemption Certificate submitted by Zeeland Farm Services, Inc. Mr. Kollen was present to describe the project.

The request is for real property costs of $119,000.00 and personal property costs of $1,305,000.00. The district was established in 1987. The request is for twelve years after completion. 

Trustee Oonk motioned and Treasurer Myaard supported closing the public hearing. Motion carried.

Trustee Brink motioned and Clerk Evink supported approving RESOLUTION NO. 793 REQUESTING AN INDUSTRIAL FACILITY TAX EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE FOR ZEELAND FARM SERVICES, INC. LOCATED AT 2468 84TH AVE. IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,424,000 FOR 12 YEARS. Roll call vote unanimously approved the motion.
c. Supervisor Nykamp opened the public hearing to consider a request for an Industrial Facilities Tax Exemption Certificate submitted by Active Tooling, LLC. Mr. Gary Lubbers, owner, was present to represent the company and describe the project.

The request is for personal property costs of $468,000.00. The district was established in 2004. The request is for twelve years after completion. 

Trustee Zylstra motioned and Trustee Barkel supported closing the public hearing. Motion carried.

Trustee Zylstra motioned and Clerk Evink supported approving RESOLUTION NO. 794 REQUESTING AN INDUSTRIAL FACILITY TAX EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE FOR ACTIVE TOOLING, LLC. LOCATED AT 6017 CHICAGO DR. IN THE AMOUNT OF $468,000 FOR 12 YEARS. Roll call vote unanimously approved the motion.

d. Mr. Dennis Boersen submitted a P.A. 116 Tax Exemption for four parcels totaling 36 acres in the township. The Agreement is for 10 years. The parcels are:

Clerk Evink motioned and Trustee Brink supported approving P.A. 116 Farmland Agreement for Dennis Boersen. Roll call vote. Ayes: Barkel, Myaard, Nykamp, Evink, Brink and Oonk. Nays: Zylstra.
e. Supervisor opened the public hearing for the 2014 Budget Resolution Approval. No citizens were present.
Clerk Evink motioned to approve increasing the clerk’s salary from $18,450 to $26,500. There was no support for the motion.

Trustee Barkel motioned and Trustee Oonk supported RESOLUTION NO. 795 APPROVING THE 2014 BUDGET FOR ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP. Roll call vote. Ayes: Zylstra, Barkel, Myaard, Nykamp, Brink and Oonk. Nays: Evink.

f. The Consumers Energy Street Light Resolution will be held at a later date.

g. Trustee Barkel announced Kate Kraak was selected to fill the open office position.  
h. Trustee Barkel motioned and Trustee Zylstra supported approving RESOLUTION NO. 796 REQUESTING THE BOND FUND SURPLUS OF $365,000 HELD BY OTTAWA COUNTY ROAD COMMISSION BE RETURNED TO THE TOWNSHIP. Roll call vote unanimously approved the motion. 
i. Trustee Oonk motioned and Treasurer Myaard supported RESOLUTION NO. 797 APPROVING AMENDMENTS TO THE 2013 BUDGET. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

Financial Director Whitney is preparing an R.F.P. for audit services.

8. Committee Reports:

a. FIRE. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve extraction training for an amount not to exceed $5,000 for up to four firemen. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
b. BUILDING /GROUNDS. The town hall roof leak was fixed.
c. ROADS. The Road Committee Meeting is next week Tuesday Oct 22, in the town hall. The meeting is open to the public.
9. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Mr. Nykamp congratulated Noel Cuellar, CEO of Primera Plastics, for receiving the 2013 Ernst & Young Entrepreneur of the Year Award. Mr. Nykamp recognized the company’s excellent work and is honored to have the company located in the township. 
b. Four architectural firms were invited to submit cost proposals for the proposed Public Safety building. The committee will interview 3 of firms on October 28. 
c. Mr. Nykamp requested the board members submit their activity options for the upcoming MTA Conference.
