
ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP

BOARD MEETING

November 5, 2013
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on November 5, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. Absent: Clerk Evink.
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Supervisor Nykamp.
2. Supervisor Nykamp commented on an irate phone call he received caused by an incorrect date printed in the Holland Sentinel. The Sentinel will post a correction and apology. 

3. Motion made by Trustee Oonk and supported by Treasurer Myaard to appoint Trustee Barkel as Temporary Clerk. Ayes: Zylstra, Myaard, Nykamp, Brink, Oonk. Nays: Barkel.  Absent: Evink.
4. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the October 15, 2013 meeting. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. 
5. Motion made by Trustee Oonk and supported by Treasurer Myaard to approve the minutes of the October 1, 2013 Work Session.

6. Business Items:
a. 2004 Wastewater System Bond Issue. Mr. Ken Zarzecki, Director of OCRC Public Utilities, discussed the options available to the township for their remaining, surplus funds held at the County. 

Trustee Zylstra motioned and Trustee Barkel supported to approve RESOLUTION NO. 798 FOR THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF ZEELAND TO REISSUE BONDS. Roll call vote: all Ayes. Absent: Evink.
Mr. Zarzecki reported an affiliation will be formed of area representatives to meet with Wyoming Water System for the purpose of planning for future growth needs.
b. The board heard for First Reading a recommendation from the Planning Commission:  Approval to Re-Zone Parcel 70-17-01-200-032 from Ag to Commercial.  
c. MDOT responded in writing to a request for a non-motorized pathway crossing I-196BL at the intersection of 92nd Ave/Maple St within the Township. Based on a survey of the number of pedestrians crossing at this location, MDOT will not allow a non-motorized crossing. 
d. Trustee Brink recommended the board accept Paradigm Design as the architectural firm for the proposed Public Safety Building. The Ad Hoc Committee selected Paradigm because they submitted the lowest bid, have extensive experience in designing fire stations and demonstrated comprehensive plan for timely completion.    
Trustee Barkel motioned to approve Paradigm Design with a bid of $98,650 as the Architect for the Public Safety Building. Trustee Oonk supported the motion. Ayes: Zylstra, Barkel, Myaard, Nykamp, Brink and Oonk. Absent: Evink.
e. Trustee Oonk motioned to bypass the purchase agreement and approve an emergency repair to Fire apparatus #642 for an amount of $38,900. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion. Ayes: Oonk, Brink, Nykamp, Myaard, Barkel and Zylstra. Absent: Evink.
f. Trustee Zylstra reported on the recent Road Committee Meeting and recommended approving the 2014 Road Committee Proposed Projects included in their report. Trustee Barkel motioned to approve the minutes from the October 22, 2013 meeting with recommended projects for 2014. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes. Absent: Evink.
7. Committee Reports:

a. PLANNING COMMISSION. Will meet on November 12.  
b. MACC & MACC TECH. Voted to approve Grand Valley Metro Council for grant applications for Regional Prosperity Initiative.  
8. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Supervisor Nykamp thanked the board members for the recent additional work they’ve performed for the Township. He requested they consider changes to Van Zoeren Woods and Township Cemeteries so that those changes would be ready to implement next spring. 

b. Trustee Oonk motioned to apply the Trustee’s meeting pay toward the costs of attending the MTA dinner. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Evink. 

c. Prein & Newhof’s open house will be Dec. 6, 2013 at Zeeland Charter Township. 

d. Supervisor Nykamp volunteered to be the flag bearer in the upcoming MTA Convention.  

e. The Michigan Department of Environmental Quality held a Public Hearing concerning Autumn Hills on October 30 at the Township office. 
f. The Township received a State Revenue Sharing check in the amount of $132,444. 

9. Additional Board Comment 
a. Trustee Zylstra would like residents to know that the dump coupon included in the newsletter is not a cost to the township. Autumn Hill’s provides the coupons through an agreement made with the township.
b. Trustee Brink would like Public Safety Building progress reported in the newsletter.
