BOARD MEETING

April 15, 2014
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on April 15, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Trustees Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. Absent: Treasurer Myaard and Trustee Barkel.
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Brink.
2. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the March 18, 2014 meeting. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. Absent: Barkel, Myaard.
3. Business Items:
a. Holland Hospital MAX Request. Mr. Joe Bonello informed the board the current walk-in clinic at Holland Hospital’s 8300 West Park Way facility in Zeeland Twp. will be converted to a full-service Urgent Care center in October, 2014. Mr. Bonello requested the board amend their contract with MAX Transit Authority to include Holland Hospital. This service provides public transportation for patients returning to their homes in the service area. 
Trustee Zylstra motioned to amend the current contract with MAX Transit Authority’s “on demand” reserved rides to expand service to Holland Hospital’s Medical Building. Trustee Oonk supported the motion. Motion passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel, Myaard.  
b. Community Foundation Request. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve donating $2473 for the July 4th Fireworks Fund. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel, Myaard.
c. Cemetery Mowing Contracts. Contracts for 2014 will be renewed at the same rate to the same people. Trustee Brink motioned to approve 2014 Mowing Contracts at the 2013 rate. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel, Myaard. 

Clerk Evink informed the board the mowing contract with Mrs. Kooiman for Wabeke Cemetery will be renewed in her husband’s name. 
Trustee Oonk motioned and Trustee Brink supported the recommendation to approve Mr. Brett Tiggleman as Mr. Ron Hulst’s replacement to mow the South Drenthe Cemetery at the same rate Mr. Hulst received.  Motion passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel, Myaard.

4. Zoning Administrator’s Report. Mr. Mannes reported one building permit was pulled during the month of March. The Master Plan changes have been submitted to the attorney for proofing.
5. Committee Reports:

a. BUILDING /GROUNDS. Supervisor Nykamp will have the shrubs behind town hall removed. He would also like the tree line along the west boundary cleaned up. 
b. ROADS. Committee will meet May 13. 
c. PARKS/RECREATION. Association will meet April 23. Six men’s slow pitch teams will play Monday evenings and 6 – 8 women’s teams will play on Tuesdays. The new ball field lights will go in this fall.  
d. LANDFILL/CITIZEN. Supervisor Nykamp will meet with Waste Management to discuss the proposed sanitary sewer changes.
e. ELECTION Hudsonville School’s combined precinct election is on May 6. Salem Township received permission for their Hudsonville School district residents to vote in our precinct.
6. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Sheriff Monument. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve purchasing a $1,000 plaque on behalf of the township for the Sheriff Monument at the Fillmore Complex. The monument honors past, present and future members of the Sheriff’s department. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel, Myaard.    
b. Public Safety Building Update. Construction bids will be let next week.   
c. History of Interurban Railroad will be presented Tuesday April 29 at 7:00 at Howard Miller Library. 

d. 2014 1st Quarter Financial Report. There will be no adjustments for this quarter. Capital improvement plans should be complete by May. Auditors will present their audit report next month.  
7. Additional Board Comment. Trustee Brink inquired about the Overbeek Development on the NE corner of Byron Rd. and 72nd. We received the DEQ permits for the project.
