BOARD MEETING

June 3, 2014
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on June 3, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. 
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Treasurer Myaard.
2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the May 20, 2014 Regular Board Meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. 
3. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the May 27, 2014 Special Board Meeting. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. 
4. Citizen Participation / Public Comment. None.
5. Business Items:
a. The City of Zeeland requests Zeeland Charter Township support its request by application for a U.S. EDA grant to assist in paying for the City’s Clean Water Plant Expansion Project. 
Treasurer Myaard motioned and Trustee Oonk supported RESOLUTION NO. 803 TO APPROVE CONTRACTING WITH THE CITY OF ZEELAND TO SEEK AN U.S. EDA GRANT FOR THE CLEAN WATER PLANT. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
b. Public Safety Building Update. Trustee Brink reported excavation should begin Monday, June 9. Supervisor Nykamp tentatively scheduled a public ground breaking ceremony for June 17 at 6:30pm.
6. Committee Reports:

a. BOARD OF APPEAL. The board met to hear a request from Mr. Jacob Strating for a side yard variance for an accessory building. The request was granted because of difficulty in accessing the barn without the variance. 
b. CEMETERY. Treasurer Myaard commented on the recent cleanup at Vriesland Cemetery; repairs look very good.
c. ROADS. 64th Ave received chip and seal. 96th and Riley will be open by Friday, June 6. Trustee Oonk requested more gravel be placed at the corner of Quincy and 88th.
7. Attorney Issues. None
8. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Black Creek Ridge Phase II permitting completed and work started. 

b. Copper Ridge is the new name for the condo project on the corner of Byron Rd. and 72nd Ave. They are waiting for approval from OCRC but have a temporary agreement to begin putting water and sewer in.
c. The intersection at 96th & Riley will be open Friday.
d. Thursday we get a new copy machine for the office.
e. Supervisor Nykamp sent a letter to Department of Environmental Quality supporting the restoration project in the Middle Macatawa Greenway. 
f. Supervisor Nykamp received a written request from Holland Board of Public Works for a permit to construct a telecommunications broad band line in the area of Logistics Dr.
g. Thursday, June 5, Supervisor Nykamp, Trustees Brink and Oonk joined by representatives from the fire department and the HVAC bid winner will travel to Ada to examine an exhaust system at Ada’s fire station.   
9. Citizen / Public comment. None.
10. Additional Board Comment 
a. Treasurer Myaard commented on a report from Ottawa County Equalization comparing personal property taxable value changes from 2013 to 2014. Due to the new personal property exemption, ZCT has a loss of $656,450 in taxable value. The State of Michigan said it would refund revenue losses. 
b. Clerk Evink presented information about circulation and costs associated with using the Sunday edition, which includes a “My Zeeland” section of the Holland Sentinel for public notices.  
c. Clerk Evink proposed using the remaining funds in the Gordon Ellens Park account for a donation in memory of Gordon’s wife Marlene who passed away recently. The board decided the funds should remain with the park and cited new benches for the gazebo could be purchased with the remaining money.
