BOARD MEETING

December 2, 2014
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on December 2, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, and Oonk. 
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Oonk.
2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the November 18, 2014 meeting. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed. 
3. Additions and Deletions – None.
4. Citizen Participation / Public Comment – None.
5. Business Items:
a. MTA Conference Attendance Approval. Trustee Barkel motioned to approve $40 per day per diem for Supervisor Nykamp, Treasurer Myaard, Trustee Barkel and Trustee Brink to attend the MTA Conference. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
6. Committee Reports:

a. BOARD OF APPEAL. Trustee Oonk reported the BOA denied a migrant housing request and referred the issue back to the planning commission. Attorney Bultje recommended the Planning Commission update the zoning ordinance and Master Plan to reflect the township’s decision on migrant housing. 
b. MACC & MACC TECH.  
i. ZCT received $10,000 in grant money for bike path along 64th Ave. 
ii. M-40 truck stop restructuring removed the round-about. Interchange Drive will be realigned allowing for a traffic light on M-40. A barrier will prevent traffic from entering M-40 by the truck stop. The million dollar project is expected to begin in 2016. 
c. ROADS. The waste water project along 96th Ave. halted for the winter. The road is open to traffic. 
7. Supervisor’s Report
a. PSB Update. The heat is on

c. Trustee interviews will be on Dec. 9.
8. Attorney Issues. 

a. Michigan State House and Senate are considering a bill which would allow for medical marihuana provisioning centers. The bill also gives townships the right to disallow provisioning centers. If the law is passed, it is effective immediately. Bultje cautioned the board there is a risk if the law is passed and the township hasn’t pre- prohibited dispensaries, an applicant could claim the right to open a dispensary. Bultje recommended preparing a moratorium for at least 6 months.  Trustee Brink motioned to instruct Attorney Bultje to draft a moratorium on medical marihuana provisioning centers in Zeeland Township. Trustee Barkel supported the motion. Motion carried.
b. Trustee Brink motioned to go into Closed Session to consider the content of a written opinion from Attorney Ron Bultje. Trustee Oonk supported the motion with passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
c. The board returned from closed session. Trustee Barkel motioned and Trustee Brink supported to adjourn the meeting.
