BOARD MEETING

February 17, 2015
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on February 17, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Brink, and Overweg. Absent: Clerk Evink and Trustees Barkel and Oonk.
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Supervisor Nykamp.
2. Motion made by Trustee Brink to approve the minutes of the January 20. 2015 meeting. Treasurer Myaard seconded the motion which passed. Absent: Evink, Barkel, and Oonk.
3. Citizen Participation / Public Comment.

State Representative Daniela Garcia, District 90. Representative Garcia updated the board on action occurring in Lansing. Ms. Garcia serves on four committees: Commerce and Trade, Education (vice-chair), Health Policy, and Regulatory Reform. 

4. Business Items:
a. Resolution to Impose a Moratorium on the Existing Program under ACT 328 of 1998 and ACT 198 of 1974 for Personal Property Tax Abatement. 
Trustee Brink motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 816 A MORATORIUM ON ACCEPTING OR PROCESSING ACT 328 OR ACT 198 PERSONAL PROPERTY TAX ABATEMENT APPLICATIONS. Treasurer Myaard seconded the motion. Motion passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Evink, Barkel, and Oonk. 

b. Zeeland Area Recreation Plan Amendment 
Supervisor Nykamp opened the Public Hearing. Zeeland Recreation proposes amending the current five-year Parks and Recreation Plan to include an addition to the current Splash Pad area with handicap parking, benches, and green space. Trustee Brink motioned and Treasurer Myaard seconded closing the Public Hearing. Motion carried. Absent: Evink, Barkel, and Oonk.

Treasurer Myaard motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 817 ADOPTING THE ZEELAND AREA COMMUNITY PARK AND RECREATION PLAN AMENDMENT. Trustee Overweg seconded the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Evink, Barkel, and Oonk.
c. Re-zoning Parcel No. 70-17-04-200-022 from Agricultural District to Mixed Use Village District. 
The Planning Commission recommends approving the request for rezoning because this area is defined as Mixed Use Village in the Master Plan.

The board heard for First Reading ORDINANCE NO. 372 REZONING PARCEL 70-17-04-200-022 FROM AGRICULTURAL USE TO MIXED USE VILLAGE.

Mr. Adam TerBeek of 7261 Ransom St. expressed concerns from the neighboring property owners about the proposed change to their neighborhood. Neither Mr. TerBeek nor his neighbors knew their property was in a proposed Mixed Use Area and urged the board to change that proposed use in the next Master Plan revision. 

d. Drenthe Grove Lighting Bid Tabulations. 
Eight companies submitted bids. 

Treasurer Myaard motioned to accept the low bid from Parkway Electric in the amount of $79,727 for Drenthe Grove Lighting improvements. Trustee Brink seconded the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Evink, Barkel, and Oonk.
e. Zoning Administrator’s Report. Mr. Mannes reported only three new home permits were pulled in January. We are waiting for parcel splits for Black Creek Ridge Phase II before more building permits can be issued. 

f. Clerks Comments – None.
g. Treasurer’s Comments. Today was the last day to pay winter 2014property taxes without penalty. 

5. Committee Reports:

a. PLANNING COMMISSION. Met Feb. 10 to consider a request from Mr. Mike Dozeman to rezone parcel 70-17-04-200-022 from Agriculture to Mixed Use Village. Many residents attended to oppose the request. A first motion to deny the request failed. A second motion recommended the rezoning to the Board of Trustees for approval. A site plan was approved, on a 4 to 3 vote, with various conditions attached, subject to the Board approving the rezoning recommendation of the Planning Commission.   
b. FIRE. Supervisor Nykamp received a request from the fire department to name the new Public Safety building after a former fire chief. Mr. Nykamp thanked the fire department for their request. 

Trustee Brink motioned to name the building the Zeeland Charter Township Public Safety Building. Trustee Overweg seconded the motion. Roll call Ayes: Brink, Nykamp, Myaard, and Overweg. Absent: Evink, Barkel, and Oonk.  
c. BUILDING /GROUNDS. PSB went through final inspection; everything looks good. New office furniture was ordered and appliances were installed on Monday.  
d. ROADS. Supervisor Nykamp will contact Trustee Barkel about setting up a road committee meeting the first part of March.
e. PARKS/RECREATION. The renovations at the Dozeman Center are progressing nicely. The building will be ready for the February 24th election.  
f. LIBRARY. Howard Miller Library will be renovating their interior. 
g. ELECTION. February 24, 2015 for Zeeland School residents only. Voting will take place in all three precincts.

7. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. PSB Grand Opening. Tentatively planning a grand opening celebration in April.
