Proposed Road Projects for 2009 (Estimates)


Perry St – 64th Ave to 56th Ave - $596,000


76th Ave – S /O Perry St - $225,000


Re-pave North and South Maple Court - $92,000 (from re-paving set aside fund) 
Traffic Counts


The road committee will have traffic counts done on several gravel roads this 
summer to gather information to help assess future road upgrade needs.

Re-paving Set-Aside Fund


The Road Committee recommends setting aside $50,000 per year into the repaving 
fund do to the additional cost of doing subdivision streets. This is an increase from 
the $25,000 per year now being set aside.  
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
