Moved by Russcher, supported by Brower to approve the minutes of the July 8, 2008 meeting.  Motion carried. 

Discussion was held relating to the following zoning ordinances: 

1.  Landscaping Ordinance (Section 15.05)

Recommend lowering the amount of required plants.
More “wiggle room” should be allowed in the ordinance for commercial and industrial site plans.

Plantings around the perimeter of the property not necessary except in an adjacent zoning difference or a use change.

2.  Abandoned Vehicles (currently no ordinance)

Reviewed a copy or the Chester Township Abandoned Vehicle Ordinance.  Suggested to request the opinion of the township attorney if plagiarism was an issue if adopting this ordinance.

3.  Wind Energy (Section 16.06 VV)

Should wind energy be allowed in Residential areas?

Do we need a decommissioning clause in our ordinance?

Recommend waiting for Ottawa County’s recommendation
