           DECEMBER 9, 2008

The Planning & Zoning Commission of Zeeland Charter Township met in the township hall on December 9, 2008 at 7pm.  Members present: Bruce Knoper, Robert Brower, Karen Kreuze, Don Steenwyk, Ron Brink, Henry Steenwyk and Al Myaard; absent: Dennis Russcher & Dick Geerlings.

Chairman Knoper called the meeting to order.  Moved by Brink, supported by Kreuze to approve the minutes of the October 14, 2008 meeting.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brink, supported by Kreuze to have the township attorney itemize the list of special uses under Chapter 16 in the index of the Township Zoning Ordinance.  The motion passed unanimously.

Abandoned Vehicle Ordinance   Reviewed a copy of the Chester Township zoning ordinance to regulate junk and inoperable vehicles and motor vehicles.  Moved by Don Steenwyk, supported by Henry Steenwyk to recommend the adoption of the ordinance to regulate junk and inoperable vehicles and motor vehicles as reviewed with the following words omitted from Section 2 (b)., “and every vehicle which is propelled by electric power obtained from overhead trolley wires, but not operated upon rails.”   The motion passed unanimously.

Wind Energy Ordinance   Reviewed a copy of the Wind Energy Ordinance as drafted by the Ottawa County Planning & Grants Department.  Moved by Brink, supported by Kreuze to recommend the township attorney review the decommissioning section of the Wind Energy Ordinance as drafted by the Ottawa County Planning & Grants Department.  The motion passed unanimously.

After more discussion concerning the Wind Energy Ordinance it was moved by Brink, supported 

by Kreuze to rescind the above motion and recommend the adoption of the Wind Energy Ordinance as drafted by Ottawa County Planning & Grants Department.  The motions passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 

Landscaping Ordinance   Moved by Kreuze, supported by Steenwyk to recommend amending Section 15.05 C. 8. c to using the caliper chart size on 15.05 C. 2.

Section 15.05 F. Site requirements – for every 40 feet of lineal landscape area – one (1) canopy or evergreen tree, 5 shrubs and 10 perennials.  Also, include the following: If an applicant comes in with a plan developed by a registered landscape design professional, the Planning Commission has the right to approve the plan on its own merits unencumbered by a “one size fits all”.

The motion passed unanimously.
