Moved by Myaard, supported by Brink to approve the minutes of the October, 2007 meeting.

Motion Carried.

Chairman Knoper introduced the new Planning Commission member, Dick Geerlings.

Election of officers was held with the following results: moved, supported and passed to elect Bruce Knoper, chairman, Ron Brink, vice-chairman, and Karen Kreuze, secretary.

SITE PLAN REVIEW – WOOD-WAYS, INC.   Susan Rudnitski reviewed the site plan for Wood-Ways, Inc., 665 Construction Ct.  The site plan for the 100’ x 110’ addition to the existing business meets the requirements of the zoning ordinance.  Exterior lighting, not shown, on the site plan, will meet the requirements of section 15.04 of the zoning ordinance.  Moved by Brink, supported by Brower to approve the site for Wood Ways, Inc.  The motion passed unanimously.

Discussed revisions to the zoning ordinance.  Moved by Brink, supported by Steenwyk to recommend the addition to Chapter 2 Definitions (Page 2-11) Floor Area, Main (MFA) “The sum of the horizontal area of the first above grade floor of the building measured from the exterior faces of the exterior walls and not including breezeways, porches or attached garages. (see “Grade definition”).

Moved by Steenwyk, supported by Russcher to add the following to the end of the first sentence of the “Grade” definition: (page 2-12) ‘and determining main floor area (MFA).  The motion passed unanimously.

Moved by Brink, supported by Myaard to recommend the minimum main floor area of 1,150 sq. ft. in the Agriculture District and adopt a revised chart as attached.  The motion passed unanimously.

Moved by Steenwyk, supported by Brower to recommend the minimum main floor area of 1,000 sq. ft. in the R-1 zone and adopt a revised chart as attached for the Residential zone.  The motion passed unanimously.

Discussed the landscaping ordinance.  No action taken.

Moved, supported and carried to adjourn the meeting.  Meeting adjourned at 9pm.
