The Planning & Zoning Commission of Zeeland Charter Township met in the township hall on June 8, 2010 at 7pm.  Members present: Bruce Knoper, Robert Brower, Alan Myaard, Ron Brink, Don Steenwyk, Dick Geerlings, and Karen Kreuze; absent: Henry Steenwyk.

Moved by Myaard, supported by Kreuze, to approve the minutes of the February 9, 2010 meeting.

ORDINANCE REVISION – MINIMUM SQ. FT. AREA   Discussion held concerning the ordinance requirement for the minimum main floor sq. ft. area in residential construction.  Construction in area communities indicate smaller sq. ft. ground floor plans for 2-story homes and bi-levels are being now constructed.  Building plans now incorporate living space over the garage.

 Moved by Myaard, supported by Kreuze to make the following amendments to the Zeeland Charter Township Zoning Ordinance:  add a category for bi-levels with 864 sq. ft. first floor above grade minimum and allow 750 sq. ft. main floor and 1300 sq. ft. minimum gross floor area for 1½  and 2 story homes.  The motion passed unanimously.

ELECTRONIC MESSAGE SIGNS   The current ordinance prohibits all scrolling or flashing electronic message boards.   The request for this type of signage is becoming more common therefore the zoning administrator has asked the Planning Commission to look at the ordinance.

Moved by Brink, supported by Kreuze to table an amendment to this ordinance for more information.  What do townships similar to Zeeland Township have? what does Holland Township have?  how fast do they scroll?  what size?  what zoning? how bright are the lights (night vs. day)?  The motion passed unanimously.

STORAGE OF RECREATIONAL VEHICLES   After discussion it was recommended to leave the ordinance as is.

Moved, supported and carried to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 9:30pm.
