PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION

OCTOBER 12, 2010

The Planning & Zoning Commission of Zeeland Charter Township met in the township hall on October 12, 2010 at 7pm.  Members present: Bruce Knoper, Robert Brower, Alan Myaard, Ron Brink, Dennis Russcher, Karen Kreuze, Mike Riemersma, Dick Geerlings and Don Steenwyk.

Moved by Myaard, supported by Kreuze to approve the minutes of the July 13, 2010 meeting.

The public hearing was opened for the rezoning of the north 40.7 acres of Parcel #70-17-27-400-054 from R-1 to Agriculture.  Mr. Larry Mast explained the reason for the request is the recent purchase of the property with the intention of making it part of their agriculture land and possibly requesting a PA116 (an agriculture tax credit) for the property. No public comment.  

Moved by Brink, supported by Kreuze to close the public hearing.  The motion passed unanimously.

Planning commissioners questioned the rezoning to agriculture.  The property in question had recently been zoned from agriculture to R-2 Residential.  

Moved by Riemersma, supported by Kreuze to recommend to the Township Board the north 40.7 acres of Parcel #70-17-27-400-054 be rezoned to agriculture for the following reasons:

a. No road frontage for the parcel in question, therefore no access to public water & sewer.

b. Master plan states the desire for a rural atmosphere.

c. Currently no need for residential zoning.

The motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

The electronic sign ordinance from the City of Newberg, Oregon was reviewed.  An ad hoc committee consisting of Al Myaard, Don Steenwyk, Karen Kreuze, Bruce Knoper, and Don Mannes was set up to draft an ordinance to fit the needs of the township.

An invitation to attend a joint meeting with Holland Charter Township and Zeeland Charter Township is extended to the planning commissioners from Zeeland City.  Suggested meeting date November 4 at 6pm.

Moved, supported, and carried to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 8:30pm.
