The Planning & Zoning Commission of Zeeland Charter Township met in the township hall on September 13, 2011 at 7pm.  Members present:  Al Myaard, Dennis Russcher, Dick Geerlings, Mike Riemersma, Bruce Knoper, and Robert Brower; absent: Ron Brink, Karen Kreuze, & Don Steenwyk.

Chairman Knoper called the meeting to order.  Moved by Brower, supported by Myaard to approve the minutes of the June 14, 2011 meeting.  Motion Carried.


The public hearing was opened for the request to rezone the property at 3984 88th Avenue, Parcel #70-17-07-200-024, from Agriculture to R-1 Residential.  Mr. Richard Elushik and Mr. Thomas Dunlap, neighboring residents, raised no objections to the rezoning.  Moved by Myaard, supported by Riemersma, to recommend the rezoning of Parcel #70-17-07-200-024 from Agriculture to R-1 Residential.  The master plan shows this area as residential.  Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.


Mr. Thomas Dunlap and Mr. Richard Elushik are concerned with flooding in the area of 88th Avenue and Quincy Street.  There is a major water problem with the water not being able to flow properly.  It was recommended they contact the Township Supervisor and the Ottawa County Road Commission.


Discussion held concerning the medical marijuana ordinance issue.  Since our June meeting, the governor declared marijuana dispensaries illegal.
